2.    Make the prospective members aware of the clubôs service projects.  People who are looking to get in-
volved no longer want to just ñmeet and eatò.

3.    If possible, invite prospective members to attend and participate in service projects. Consider every ser-
vice project a recruitment event. 
 

4.    Make prospective members aware of the Civitan International Research Center and other activities of the 
organization that support developmentally disabled people.  Many will be drawn to Civitan just by this focus. 
 

5.    Make new member initiation a significant part of your clubôs activities.  Recognize them using materials 
that can be obtained from International and give them a committee assignment or other task to perform im-
mediately after their initiation. Make sure that the initiation is organized and includes an introduction to Civi-
tan.   
 

6.    Remember that no one will join unless you ASK them.  We all learned about Civitan for the first time from 
someone else.
